The ‘Phoenix circuit’ is 4.8kms 

long, takes two hours and includes part of the Victoria 

Hill circuit. The ‘Lady Pearce circuit’ is 5.8kms which 

takes approximately 3 hours and includes parts of the 

other two circuits.

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Herbig Family Tree 

Angaston Road, Springton 

The Herbig Family Tree is a large, hollow red gum tree 

estimated to be up to 500 years old, with a diameter 

of seven metres at its base and a height of 24 metres. 

The tree was the first Australian home of 27 year old 

Friedrich Herbig who arrived in South Australia in 1855. 

In 1858 he married 18-year-old Caroline Rattey and 

took her to live in the tree home. The first two of their 

16 children were born there.

Steeped in rich Barossa heritage, the 

Seppeltsfield Estate is considered a true national 

treasure which helped shape the history of the 

Australian wine industry. The Seppeltsfield Self-Guided 

History Experience has ten podcasts in the series 

which tell the unique history of the Seppeltsfield 

Estate. Guests are able to walk throughout the 

Seppeltsfield Estate and scan the QR Code at each 

stop listed on the map to listen to a podcast talking 

about the history of each building. Tour available in 

English or Mandarin.
